Steps to Starting a World Football Trifecta League for League Managers

First-time Startup Steps for Season or Postseason

1) Recruit 6-10 Players
a) Designate member(s) who will be The Bookie and The Clearinghouse
2) Analysts: Determine the Purse (Optional) and Awards for the Races
a) Designate The Enforcer to manage (legally) the Purse and Purse distribution
3) The Clearinghouse: Random drawing to determine the order of Home Team selections
4) Analysts: Submit Thoroughbred Names, Home Team selections, and Share of the Purse or Awards
5) The Clearinghouse: Identify the Slate of Games for the Race (or playoff brackets for postseason)

Weekly Steps for a Crown Race or Postseason Competition

6) The Bookie: Solicits picks from the Analysts
a) The Bookie records his or her own picks in advance

7) Analysts: Submit the pick threes in private to The Bookie
a) Typically the day before the first game of the week (Wednesday or Saturday)
b) Optionally, The Bookie may allow Thursday games to be picked separately

8) The Bookie: Distributes all picks to Analysts before the games start

9) The Bookie or The Clearinghouse: Report on pick results after each set of games (TNF, early
afternoon games, late afternoon games, SNF, MNF)
a)

10) The Clearinghouse: Tally trifecta points and tiebreakers at the end of the week (Monday or
Tuesdays)

11) The Clearinghouse (optional): Deliver reminder of the games of the week in the Slate of Games

Steps to Conclude a Crown Race or Postseason Competition

12) The Clearinghouse (optional): In the final week, provide the Analysts the likely Scenarios based on
strength of position for each Analyst

13) The Clearinghouse: Send the Final Results for the Race to The Bookie and Analysts
a) The Enforcer (optional): Distribute Purse and Awards

14) The Clearinghouse: Report on the current playoff standings of Home Teams
a) Playoff seeding determines order of Home Team selections between Crown Races

15) The Bookie: Request in private intentions to release and select new Home Teams

16) Analysts (optional): Select new Home Teams

17) Return to #5 above and repeat for a new Crown Race or Postseason competition
